The Leaf Oceanside Khao Lak by Katathani Collection is continuously working to improve
the impact we have on people and places. We are committed to reducing greenhouse gas
emissions, protecting, and supporting biodiversity. As part of this commitment, in 2024,
Katathani Collection believes that it is crucial to maintain a balance between economic growth
and the welfare of our community. Therefore, environmental practices and social initiatives are
being implemented within the hotel.

We feel that the hospitality and tourism industry is under increasing pressure to become
more environmentally friendly as a result of consumer demand. In order to reduce the negative
impact of the industry on the ecosystem, we have integrated sustainability principles into our
core business strategy. We take great pride in the commitment we have made to this rich world
by seeking significance in creating continuous progress in our efforts to protect our environment
through consistent water conservation, maximizing energy efficiency, reducing waste, and air
quality practices. Our policy is to reduce, reuse, and recycle, and we have established a hotel
environmental and sustainability committee to oversee and manage activities to ensure
maximum efficiency.

1. Waste and Waste Management

1.1. We are committed to setting a goal of reducing the amount of waste sent to landfill
to no more than 70% of the total waste. In the past year, we have successfully met this

target.

3. Chemical Management

In 2023-2024, the hotel has made efforts to reduce or find alternative products to replace
chemicals that have no environmental impact, achieving a 5% reduction.

The Leaf Oceanside Khao Lak by Katathani Collection has saved a significant amount of
money over the years through the implementation of comprehensive sustainability projects.
Most of the savings are donated through various foundations to renovate and maintain local
facilities. These savings would not have been possible without the dedication of our staff toward
our sustainability goals. Therefore, part of these savings is used to support hotel staff during
times of crisis, as well as to encourage and celebrate with them during joyful occasions such as
birthdays, staff parties, trips, and other special events.

The Leaf Oceanside Khao Lak by Katathani Collection holds planning meetings to
continuously organize environmental management activities and sets goals every three years,
from 2025 to 2027. Additionally, there is a plan to enhance the knowledge and understanding of
staff working with chemicals to ensure 100% effective chemical usage in 2026, as well as reducing
or finding alternative products to replace chemicals that have no environmental impact by 5%
from 2025 to 2027 and also we have set a more challenging target to reduce the amount of waste
sent to landfill from 70% to 60% and to decrease the use of black bags by 5%. Replace the air
conditioning units in 12 Palm Villa buildings to reduce energy consumption.
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We are also proud of the fundraising activities conducted by our staff to reach the goal of
raising 5,000 Baht by December 31, 2025, to support various activities, including the livelihood
of local indigenous people and biodiversity.

Over the years, our staff has consistently participated in community clean-up activities,
environmental initiatives organized by the community, and government agencies. We are
committed to respecting and protecting human rights. We believe that everyone should be
treated equally and with respect. As part of this commitment, we regularly train our staff on
preventing discrimination.

We are also committed to safeguarding the welfare of children and young people. We
have a practice of reporting incidents of child exploitation and abuse to the relevant authorities.
